Committee on University/Research Partnerships with Military Installations

The Research Partnerships Committee will focus on strengthening working relationships between California’s 

educational/research institutions and California’s military and national security mission.  While some installations are 

well to top civilian researchers and are implementing shared projects, others are not and would like to be more 

connected.  Near-term work of this committee will identify installations that want stronger research relationships and 

then to make appropriate introductions to academic and research leaders.

Committee on Innovative Technology 

This committee will focus on strengthening our state as a location for growing cybersecurity activities, Remotely 

Piloted Vehicles technologies and other new technology platforms.  Recognizing the dominant role of new 

technologies in the future of national security and military missions, this Committee will identify and pursue actions to 

expand these activities in the state.  Near-term work includes exploring a possible expansion of the Department of 

Defense’s Innovation Initiative to San Diego.

Committee on Transitioning Service Members

This committee will identify how our state can work with the military services to improve the transition of service 

members to civilian life.  This likely involves reviewing where educational and job opportunities can be strengthened 

and where new incentives or benefits can be improved to attract departing service members to stay in California.

Aerospace Committee

The Aerospace Committee will focus on how to strengthen support for the aerospace industry in California.  This 

Committee will identify opportunities to expand aerospace activities in the state.  An important near-term activity of 

this committee will be to participate in the annual Aerospace Week in Sacramento.
